
Dear Encouragers 

 

It is after midnight, Aug 27
th
.  I’m in the American Airlines lounge in Los Angeles.  So close to home but so far.  To save 

several hundred dollars on my ticket to Honduras I booked an AA flight but the connections are terrible. This layover is 
nine hours. My flight to the “Judy” taxi service home won’t leave until 9:00 this morning.  I thought that the lounge would 
be open all night but it closes at 12:30am and doesn’t open till 5:00 this morning.  It’s going to be an interesting night.  I 
think I may be getting a little too old for this,  I won’t get any sympathy from Judy, however.  She warned me! 

 

In spite of feeling sorry for myself, I’m truly full 
of gratitude for what the Lord did in Honduras.  

Our team leaders there, Alex Fearon and Ramiro Carbajal, 
put together two conferences for pastors and church lead-
ers – one in the capital, Tegucigalpa, and the other in a 
small city called Siguatepeque.  There were roughly 150 
participants in the first and 110 in the second. The confer-
ences were under the banner of CONSEDE, an association 
of evangelicals in Honduras.  Here are the things that gave 
and give me joy. 
 

CONSEDE purchased and gave each of the partici-
pants a Spanish translation of my book, “If Jesus Were 
Mayor.” 

 

Both groups were visibly engaged with the emphasis on 
the strategic importance of discipleship as defined by 
equipping those who accept Christ to be conformed to the image of Jesus – reflecting his hands, feet and mouth. 

 

I heard testimony of the fruit of Harvest’s ministry.  Our team invited participants from communities that have been 
implementing what they have learned, to share their experiences for the conferees. Go to our web site 
www.harvestfoundation.org , click on the Honduras tab, and read some of these stories.   

 

I heard both Alex and Ramiro teach.  They are so, so 
good!  And, I was able to meet both of their wonderful fami-
lies again.  Their young adult kids (who were babies when I 
first knew them) are a testimony to their parents’ faithful-
ness. 
  

I met the Harvest team of workers in Honduras – six of 
them. 
 

I was encouraged as I listened to Alex’s vision for him 
and Ramiro to intentionally mentor and multiply additional 
leaders to spread the vision of biblical discipleship through-
out Honduran churches. 
 

I witnessed results of the miracle of Alex’s recovery from a brain aneurism a year ago.  He is one of 3% of those who 
have this type of aneurism to survive.  He has not only survived but is as effective as ever.   

 

Cesar Torres, our first staff member in Honduras, came from Nicaragua to the first conference.  We roomed to-
gether.  It was his and my first face to face meeting in more than a decade.  What a blessing to see him again.  

 

I met a young American couple who recently graduated from Princeton.  They are doing a short term missionary out-
reach in Siguatepeque.  We have not had any previous contact but the Lord has given them a passion that is very 
close to ours.  In an email I got from him today he stated it this way:  
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 “Discipleship, understood the way Jesus/the Biblical witness describes it, is our end... be-
cause Jesus/God said so. Yet I do not see this as, say, a branch of doctrine, theology, or 
Christianity. Is it not the trunk? Yet authentic, unconditional discipleship is... endangered. 
And if so it would seem we have swapped the essential definition of „Christianity‟ and 
„Christian,‟ for something close to those willing to say „Jesus was real, He was God, and  
He died to save them…‟ yet without a „forsaking all else, following‟ dimension.”      
 

A final blessing was an unusual state-
ment of appreciation.  One participant 
came up to me and said,  “You took us by 
the shoulders and shook us.  Then you 
slapped us in the face.” I stood there in 
shock. Then they said, “You did it in love.”  Then they paused, looked 
directly into my eyes and emotionally said  “Thank you.” 
 

On the lighter side, I was given an original Picasso!  On a day be-
tween the conferences we visited the mountain village of Valle Los An-
geles where Ramiro lives.  There was a shop where a number of origi-
nal Picassos were displayed.  I asked the shopkeeper if the painter’s 
name was really “Picasso.”  She affirmed it was.  He even paints after 
the style of the famous one.  When I left Honduras Ramiro handed me 
a gift - a scroll-like package.  In it was one of the paintings. It is in front 
of me as I write. Never thought I’d be the owner of a Picasso! 

 

Brazil  I leave for Brazil on Sept 1
st
 for three locations which will include a number of short consultations.  I am sched-

uled to return on the 17
th
.  Please remember to lift me before our Father during this time.
